Assessment Policy

	Love, Learn, Grow 

Southwick School as we know it was established in 1869 to provide and education based on religious and moral instruction for the poorer families of the parish. Our mission is to provide a loving, purposeful, inclusive, non-discriminatory environment where all are valued and encouraged to persevere to achieve their potential as well as have respect for God and His world. 

Through a loving Christian fellowship, our children learn all of the values, skills and knowledge they need so that they can grow into positive and active members of the community in which they live. Our vision is theological rooted: 

“Do everything in love” Corinthians 16:14 

“Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. It does not dishonour others, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. 1 Corinthians 13: 4-5

 ‘To love’ is at the heart of what it means to be a Christian. Jesus preached that to love God and others are the greatest commands. The call to live a life marked by love is a consistent message found throughout the bible. When the apostle Paul wrote to the church of Corinth, he instructed them to do everything in love. Therefore, as a school, love and compassion for the self, others and God’s world are at the centre of all we do.


Rationale

Assessment ‘…should provide the basis of informed teaching, helping children to overcome their difficulties and ensuring that teaching builds on what has been learned. It is also the means by which children understand what they have achieved and what they need to work on.’ (OFSTED 2003) 

“Assessment for learning is the process of seeking and interpreting evidence for use by learners and their teachers to decide where the learners are in their learning, where they need to go and how best to get there.” (Primary Framework, 2007)
At Southwick School, we believe assessment is a vital tool to help children make progress in learning. We believe it should not only be concerned with what has been learned but also how it was learned, so that children acquire the knowledge, skills, understanding and attitudes which will enable them to be confident, motivated and independent learners. Our assessment procedures are free from bias, stereotyping and generalisation in respect of gender, class, race and disability.

Aims:

· to raise standards of achievement and promote success for all by providing a positive learning ethos in which children enjoy learning, reflect, improve and grow in confidence;

· to inform learning and teaching for children and teachers;

· to monitor how effective the learning and teaching is;

· to enable children to evaluate their own progress and develop learning skills;

· to support and inform the target setting process.

Two distinct types of assessment are identified and used in our school, both of which are essential in raising standards. These are:

Assessment for learning (AfL)

Assessment for learning helps children and teachers to identify the next steps needed to make progress. It enables teachers to match work more closely to need and identify children with specific difficulties. It takes account of children’ strengths as well as learning needs and promotes future learning through ensuring that each child knows what they have achieved against specific success criteria, what they need to do to further improve as a learner and how they can achieve this.
Assessment of learning

Assessment of learning makes a judgement about prior learning based on standardised scores or levels, for statutory or summative purposes e.g. optional SATs or other standardised tests, Vernon Spelling Tests, NFER Reading Tests etc, at a specific point in time. This informs the target setting process and is the means by which the success of a school is held to account.
Planning for Learning

· Teachers will plan lessons with clear, focused learning intentions (WALTs) and success criteria which will be shared with the children
· Learning will build sequentially and lessons will provide opportunities to revisit prior learning
· Each unit is sequenced towards an outcome task – an opportunity for the children to show what they have learned during that unit, related units in the past and any cross curricular links 
· Teachers will ensure that the learning context is designed to enable the learning to take place in a way that engages the children  
· To ensure that children understand what good learning looks like, opportunities will be planned to give children time to reflect on their learning, as well as receiving feedback about what they have achieved

· Teachers and other adults will work with children to set next steps in English and mathematics and in other subjects when applicable.
Guidelines for Assessment for Learning:

· Children’s learning will be assessed through a variety of means including:

     * observations of children as they learn

     * child-teacher discussions during and after learning has taken place 

     * targeted questioning to develop thinking and scaffold learning

     * checking understanding through testing recall of current and prior learning

     * gaining evidence from marking day-to-day work

· Children will be given opportunities for self- assessment through:

* opportunities for reflection during (pit-stops) and at the end of lessons

* self -revision against success criteria

* discussion with peers or an adult

* contributing to the annual report to parents

· Children will be given regular feedback about the learning that has taken place. Feedback, whether written or oral, should provide children with the information they need to help them to recognise their successes, what the next steps of learning are and how to take them, so that they understand how to improve (see Marking Policy).

· All staff will contribute to the assessment process.

Record Keeping

FS2

The foundation stage profile, covering each of the areas of learning in the foundation stage curriculum, is currently used to record progress in FS2. A baseline assessment is used to assess children on entry to the EYFS.

KS1 and KS2

· The school’s assessment system is used to record learning in English and mathematics against age-related expectations. Termly staff meetings will be committed to moderating children’ work to ensure that judgements made are secure.

· Ongoing writing levels will be recorded on the school’s writing tracking sheet

· Skills Progression Grids will be used to record progress in the foundation subjects


Copies of all assessments are passed to the appropriate SL and the assessment co-ordinator each term. 

Assessment of Learning

· Thorough analyses will be carried out of SATs assessments, Vernon and NFER data and the information used to track the  progress of individuals , cohorts and vulnerable groups of children (e.g. SEN, LAC, EAL and gender groups). Trends and patterns will be identified and supportive action taken to tackle any underachievement.

· Assessment will be used as a tool to monitor the effectiveness of the curriculum by:

     * analysing how effective planning is in terms of how much progress the children are making 

     * adjusting planning, as a result of assessment, to meet the needs of the children

· Teachers, TAs, children, parents/carers, outside agencies, Ofsted/HMI will be involved in assessment.  Findings will be shared with children, parents/carers, other staff, Governors, outside agencies (locally and nationally) and other schools as required. 

· For the wider curriculum, teachers save copies of pieces of work for each unit that are an example of working at and above age related expectations. Teachers can then use these to assess other pieces of work against. Subject leaders can also use these to look at progress and standards across the school.

“If we think of our children as plants, summative assessment of the plants is the process of simply measuring them. The measurements might be interesting to compare and analyse, but, in themselves, they do not affect the growth of the plants. Formative assessment on the other hand, is the garden equivalent of feeding and watering the plants – directly affecting their growth.”  Shirley Clarke

Reporting to Parents

· Parents meetings are held in the Autumn and Summer terms. Targets, and progress made against them, are shared with parents

· A third parents meeting is held in the spring term for children who are on our SEND register 

· Annual reports, which give clear information about a child’s progress and their strengths and learning needs, are completed in the Spring term. Parents are given the opportunity to discuss their child’s annual report with the class teacher

· At the end of KS1 and KS2, parents are given a report of their child’s achievement/attainment in SATS

· Parents are welcome to discuss their child’s progress, as part of our ‘open-door’ policy, at a time convenient to both parties

Monitoring and Evaluation

Triangulation is carried out by the SLT, to ensure consistency in assessment procedures.

Support is given in the implementation of assessment through INSET and individual consultations as required.

Reporting to Governors

Progress in English and maths is reported to governors on a termly basis for cohorts and for groups of children.[image: image1][image: image2][image: image3]
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
